6.2. Updated Constitution-  the 2021 BM approved the following changes to the constitution.
1) Membership 
ARTICLE V: MEMBERSHIP (new formulations underlined)
Section A. Membership is open to any person as either a member or student/retired member, with different membership fees.
1. A person becomes a member by registering on line, and paying the requisite membership fee. Such persons are admitted to membership of the Society. 
2. Enrolled students and retired members qualify for the applicable reduced membership fee.
3. Membership is active for one year, upon registration on the website and payment of the requisite fee. Those without access to the website, may contact the Society’s secretary directly.
4. All members have voting rights when they are present at business meetings.
Section B. Membership Fees. Each member of the Society pays annual dues in an amount fixed by the business meeting. Student/retired members pay only fifty percent of the fees applicable to full members. The dues-year is from January 1 to December 31 annually, and is payable online. Members receive Neotestamentica and participate in the activities of the Society. 
Section C. Termination of Membership. Failure to pay dues for more than two years will result in Neotestamentica subscription interruption, inactivation of membership, and ineligibility to vote in elections where applicable, or participate in the activities of the Society. Membership may be terminated voluntarily in writing to the executive. 
ARTICLE V: MEMBERSHIP (aspects changed underlined)
Section A. Voting membership is open to any person who qualifies in one of two categories: member and honorary member. 
1. A person qualifies for membership if he/she holds an M-degree in New Testament/Greek or equivalent qualification. Such persons are admitted to full membership of the Society upon application to the secretary and payment of appropriate dues to the treasurer. 
2. A person who does not comply with the above requirements but who can make a positive contribution to the activities of the Society may be considered for membership at a Business Meeting of the Society. Such a person must be proposed and seconded by members of the Society and a motivation supplied. The Society votes upon each candidate for membership. 
3. Persons who have rendered exceptional service in the field of New Testament Studies (and especially within the South African context) may, by a decision of the Business Meeting, be elected as honorary members. Similarly foreign scholars may be considered for honorary membership. Honorary members share in all the privileges of full members, but are exempted from subscription fees. 
Section B. Non-voting membership is open to any person who does not qualify for member or honorary member status and is applicable to registered students of the New Testament or related fields, or other interested persons. This category of membership is called associate membership. 
Section C. Membership Fees. Each member of the Society (excluding honorary members) pays annual dues in an amount fixed by the business meeting. Associate members pay only fifty percent of the fees applicable to full members. The dues year is from January 1 to December 31 annually, and is payable before or at the annual conference of the Society. Members receive Neotestamentica and participate in the activities of the Society. Retired members pay only one third of the required membership fee. NTSSA Constitution 3 
Section D. Termination of Membership. Failure to pay dues for more than two years will result in Neotestamentica subscription interruption, inactivation of membership, and ineligibility to vote in elections where applicable, or participate in the activities of the Society. Membership may be terminated voluntarily in writing to the executive. 
2) Subgroups and Projects
ARTICLE IX: THE ORGANISATION OF SUBGROUPS (new formulations underlined)
Section A. Formation of the Subgroups. The business meeting allows the formation of a new subgroup on the basis of a proposed project, following the NRF format. A subgroup consists of at least ten primary members. A primary member of one subgroup is not allowed to be a primary member of another subgroup. Subgroups are encouraged to include younger scholars, as well as strive for collaboration with scholars from other NTSSA Constitution 5 
parts of Africa. Subgroups function for three years, after which the business meeting considers its continuance on the recommendation of the executive. 
Section B. Functioning of Subgroups. Each subgroup annually elects a chairperson and secretary and reports back on the last business meeting of the conference. These two persons are responsible for the final refereeing of the papers/abstracts offered by the subgroup for the programme of the next conference. 
Section C. Duties of the Subgroup Leaders Responsible for the Conference. The subgroup leaders of a subgroup which presents a conference, makes the first phase of the refereeing process for publication of those papers in Neotestamentica. The particular subgroup therefore accepts responsibility for contributing worthwhile scholarly material for publication. While the editor of Neotestamentica has the final right of determination, papers ought to reach the editor in a form ready for publication. (Cf. also Article VIII, sections C, D, F, G, H and I for duties regarding the conference programme). 
Section D. Special projects or themes. Members can register special themes or projects with the Executive, for which time will be allocated on the annual meeting’s programme in similar way as for subgroups. Members should register such themes or projects at a business meeting preceding the annual meeting at which such theme or project is intended to be included on the programme. A member cannot register more than one theme of project in a year. A theme or project will be current for two years, unless renewed with the Executive.
